Chinese Herbal Medicine renews the body’s resources and/or helps it regain biochemical balance.  Chronic Illness can change and develop with different and specific stages.  Groups of symptoms displayed at different stages form “patterns of disharmony” for which individual herbal medications can be prescribed.  In this way Chinese Herbal Medicines can be used to protect and preserve health. They can also help as a complementary solution in situations where standard medications are not well tolerated or where the client wants to try something different.  If herbals are required alongside standard medications we may need to assess the situation in consultation with your doctor.





Chinese herbal medicines are individually prescribed, made up, and dispensed direct to the client in powder form.  There is no boiling of raw herbs to make teas.  The powders are supplied by an RCHM recommended herbal supplier in the UK, and manufactured according to Australian (GMP) standards, which is now the adopted standard of the EU.  They are guaranteed to have no contamination, animal or mineral compounds, or banned substances.





I am a Traditional Chinese Medicine Practitioner with 9 years experience in treating, achieving and maintaining benefits with a very wide range of chronic illness, and have prescribed over a hundred different Chinese Herbal Medicines.  I have prescribed in many hundreds of cases where clients have taken herbals alongside standard medications with no side effects.  I have an MSc in Chinese Herbal Medicine and am also a PhD Candidate in Chinese Herbal Medicine at the University of Southampton. .
